Please be aware of a few points why it is of value your child learning French or a foreign
language at an early age.

1. Children can receive huge personal benefits from learning French at an early age.

2. Your child will have a perfect accent, as he will learn from a French born and educated
teacher. Your child will also learn about French customs not necessary known by a French
teacher born outside France.

3. A child who learns French learns another way to express itself. It can help children to better
understand the world around them as they look at it from a different angle.

4. Learning French to a young child is no different to learning any other subject as they don’t
know any different and therefore they have no inhibitions speaking it.

5. Up to the age of ten there is a window in a child’s brain, where they suck up information
without any difficulty after which a child has to study and apply itself for information to be
retained. It is therefore important not to miss this window of opportunity.

The teaching of foreign languages is good in early year settings. It enhances all aspects of a
child’s development and should therefore be encouraged.

6. Children progress quicker when they feel involved, encouraged and when they enjoy
themselves.

7. The best way to learn is through personal experience and practice.

8. Your child will have a head start as well as gain confidence over other children when
learning a second language will become compulsory.

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Dear parents,

You may be interested in finding out the kind of things I will be doing in my French classes.I would like to encourage learning through play, drawing, looking at French books, pictures, props, songs, videos and any other material available that may appeal to your child imagination.

Your child/ren will learn numeracy, colours, greetings, words relating to topics. For example if we watch the video of the three little pigs in French, the following week they will colour the picture of the three little pigs the wolf or the house. They will have learned the words pigs, house, big bad wolf and blowing. The lesson would have therefore been reinforced and we will certainly watch the video several times over a period of time. The reasons for this are:


1.  The children love the cartoon and therefore learn from it.


2. A week in a youngster’s life is very long and they would have forgotten some of the words especially if nobody speaks to them in French during that week. The need to watch and colour is necessary to reinforce the learning. A sentence or word needs to be use hundreds of 

time before it is embedded into the memory.


3. Every time we watch the cartoon other words or expressions are used extending their vocabulary.

I will also have project work to do with them such as making Christmas cards, Easter cards, Mother/Grand Mother and Father/Grand Father cards. I also operate a reward system by giving a sticker to your child at the end of each lesson. They will learn to ask for their sticker in French and to say thank you after they receive it. Believe me they work for their stickers and know before very long exactly how to ask for it. If the topic is food I will bring croissant, pain au chocolat, French sweets etc. So if you object me giving your child any of these because of religious beliefs, allergies or other reasons please let me know.

You will receive a sheet at the beginning of each half term telling you of the chosen topic for the next five weeks as well as the words to be introduced in French and in English.
